And Jesus said to
her, ‘Woman, what concern is that to you and to me?2 My hour has not yet come.’ His
mother said to the servants, ‘Do whatever he tells you.”

The Wedding at Cana

On the third day there was a wedding in Cana
of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there.
Jesus and his disciples had also been invited

to the wedding. When the wine gave out,

the mother of Jesus said to him, ‘They have no
wine." And Jesus said to her, “‘Woman, what
concern is that to you and to me¢ My hour has
not yet come.’ His mother said to the servants,
‘Do whatever he tells you.” Now standing there
were six stone water-jars for the Jewish rites of
purification, each holding twenty or thirty gallons.
Jesus said to them, ‘Fill the jars with water.” And
they filled them up to the brim.

Jairus’ Daughter

When Jesus had crossed again in the boat to the
other side, a great crowd gathered round him;

The Parable of the Lost Son

Then Jesus said, ‘There was a man who had two sons. The younger of
them said to his father, “Father, give me the share of the property that will
belong to me.” So he divided his property between them. A few days later
the younger son gathered all he had and travelled to a distant country,
and there he squandered his property in dissolute living. When he had
spent everything, a severe famine took place throughout that country,
and he began to be in need. So he went and hired himself out to one of
the citizens of that country, who sent him to his fields to feed the pigs. He
would gladly have filled himself with the pods that the pigs were eating;
and no one gave him anything. But when he came to himself he said,

And get the fatted calf and kill it, and let us eat and celebrate; for this son
of mine was dead and is alive again; he was lost and is found!” And they
began to celebrate.

‘Now his elder son was in the field; and when he came and approached
the house, he heard music and dancing.
