But if Jesus Christ is gloriously young, then his Body, the Church, 
is meant to be young. This is the Church our young people want to discover, one that is vital and alive in Christ. Our task is to rediscover this young Church, as 
a new gospel fire, not just for the young, but for us all. Our common task is to rediscover the young Church; not to remake the Church for the young. Our own 
faith needs to lead us out into the world.’4
